Roscommon in 1918, worked as an army chaplain during World War 2 and was 
martyred in Korea for his faith, beliefs, and ideals at the massacre in Taejon, 
Korea in 1950 and now on the road to canonisation with 81 Korean martyrs by 
the Pope. He was honoured at a special service of remembrance on June 6th 
past, on the occasion of 80th anniversary of D-Day Landings in Normandy.
